FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
All Saints. This is a holyday of obligation. Mass in Myna at 

11.30am and in Fahy at 8.00pm.

Tuesday:
All Souls Day.  Mass in Fahy will be at 9.30am and in Myna at 8.00pm. It is a special day of prayer. On that day we pray not just for our own family members and friends who have died but also for all those who have nobody to pray for them.  On All Souls’ Day we remember especially all those who have died in the past year.

Wednesday:
St. Malachy. He was born near Armagh in 1094.  He became Archbishop of Armagh.  He brought the Cistercians and Canons Regular into Ireland.  He died in 1148.

Thursday:
St Charles Borromeo, bishop (1538-1584), He was made Cardinal Archbishop of Milan at 21 years.  He drafted the Catechism of the Council of Trent.

Friday:
St. Martin de Porres (1579-1639). Patron of the sick and afflicted 
Saturday:
All the Saints of Ireland. On this day we honour all those Irish people who reached a high degree of union with God but whose names are unknown.  This feast was introduced at a time of persecution to encourage Irish Catholics to remain faithful.
