SILENCE IN WORSHIP:
Silence is an important element in all communication.  It is particularly important to all for silence as part of the dialogue between God and congregation at Mass. It allows the voice of the Spirit to be heard in the hearts of the people of God. Liturgical silence is not merely an absence of words, a pause or an interlude.  It is a stillness, a quieting of spirits, a making of time and leisure to hear, assimilate and respond.

· In the Penitential Rite we pause to remember our sinfulness and the loving-kindness of God in Christ.

· At the Opening Prayer we put ourselves and our deepest desires and needs before God.

· After the Readings and Homily, we savour God's word, pondering it in our hearts like Mary and apply it to our lives.

· Before Communion we compose ourselves to receive the Lord and afterwards praise and pray to God in our hearts.

Through liturgical silence we support and sustain each other in profound prayerful solidarity.  It demands stillness and prayerful concentration.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St. John Bosco, priest (1815-1888). He was born in Piedmont, Italy and founded the Salesian order to educate boys for life.  He is patron saint of youth.

Tuesday:
St. Bridget, virgin, secondary patron of Ireland (454-525). She founded a double monastery in Kildare for men and women. Hospitality, almsgiving and care of the sick were her main preoccupations. Her reputation for holiness earned her the title ‘Mary of the Gael’

Wednesday:
The Presentation of the Lord (Candlemas Day). On this day (40 days after his birth) Jesus was presented in the Temple and Simeon proclaimed him ‘the light to enlighten the pagans’.  At baptism we receive a lighted candle and promise to show the light of Christ to all around us by the kind of life we live.

Thursday:
St. Blaise.  He was martyred in Armenia in 315. He saved a young boy one time who got a bone stuck in his throat.  He is now venerated as Patron Saint of Sore Throats.

Saturday:
St. Agatha, virgin and martyr. She died for the faith in Sicily in the third century
