Monday:
St. Flannan. He lived in the seventh century and was abbot of the monastery at Killaloe and was a renowned preacher.  He is patron of the diocese of Killaloe.

Wednesday
St. Fachanan, bishop. Tradition says that he founded a monastery in Kilfenora, Co. Clare in the sixth century.  He is patron saint of the diocese of Kilfenora.

Thursday:
St. Peter Canisius, priest and doctor of the church (1521-

1597). He was born in Holland and became a Jesuit.  He promoted the Catholic revival after the Council of Trent and produced a catechism of Catholic doctrine in 1555.
Saturday:
St. John of Kanty.   (June 23, 1390 - December 24, 1473) was born in Kanty, Silesia, Poland. He became a priest and professor of theology at the University of Cracow.
