PARISH NEWS:
FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St. Dominic, priest (1170-1221). He was born in Spain and founded the Order of Preachers (Dominicans) to counteract the Albigensian heresy through instruction and prayer.

Tuesday:
St. Theresa Benedict of the Cross, (Edith Stein), virgin and martyr, Patron of Europe. She was a German Jew who studied philosophy and converted to Catholicism.  She entered the enclosed order of Mount Carmel. She was put to death in Auschwitz concentration camp.

Wednesday:
St. Lawrence, deacon and martyr.  He was martyred in Rome in 258.  He was one of the seven deacons of Rome who were in charge of the material needs of the faithful.  He is remembered as a good example of the cheerful giver.
Thursday:
St. Clare, virgin. She was born in Assisi in 1193 and died in 1253.  Like St. Francis of Assisi she also lived a life of poverty.  She founded the Poor Clare order of nuns.
Friday:
St. Muredach, bishop.  He founded the church at Killala and is patron saint of Killala diocese.  He probably founded the monastery on Inishmurray, off the Sligo coast.

Saturday:
St. Fachtna.  He founded a monastery in west Cork which became a famous scripture school.  He died around 600.
