FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Tuesday:
St. Asicus.  He was St. Patrick’s expert metal work craftsman. St. Patrick is said to have left him in charge of the Church in Elphin which he founded
Wednesday:
St. Peter Chanel,  Priest and Martyr. He was born in 1803 and in 1831, he joined the newly formed Society of Mary (Marists) which concentrated on missionary work at home and abroad. 
St. Louis-Marie Grignion de Montfort (31 January 1673 – 28 April 1716) was a French Roman Catholic priest and confessor. He was known in his time as a preacher and was made a missionary apostolic by Pope Clement XI.
Thursday:
St. Catherine of Siena, doctor of the Church and patroness of Europe (1347-1380). She brought peace to Siena, to Italy and 14th century Europe.  She also brought about the return of the Pope to Rome from exile in Avignon. 
Friday:
St. Pius V, Pope (1504-1572).  He implemented the decrees of the Council of Trent.  He founded the Catholic League which defeated the Islamic Turkish fleet at Lepanto and saved Europe from Islam.

Saturday:
1st May - St. Joseph the Worker.  This feast was instituted to remind us of the dignity of human labour and to encourage us to place our work under the patronage of St. Joseph who was himself a tradesman.

Today is Vocations Sunday when we are asked to pray for vocations to the priesthood and religious life. People ask what is going to happen in the diocese and in our parish if the shortage of vocations continues.  There are two students studying for the priesthood for this diocese at present.  Seven enquiries have been received and we may have another student or two in the near future.

In contrast to the shortage of vocations in Ireland vocations world-wide were never so numerous.  Some priests from abroad are already working in parts of the country and it seems more will have to be sought in the future.

The clearest aspect of God’s call in Ireland today is the responsibility Jesus gives to us all in Baptism for the maintenance and future of the church in our own parish.  The Parish Pastoral Council is the means specifically designed to give people the opportunity to fulfil this responsibility.

Full-time shepherds will always be needed.  We pray that young men will respond generously to this special call.
