 Gregory VII, pope (1028- 1085) He served in important positions under several popes. Elected pope in 1073 and campaigned strenuously for the reform of the Roman Church. Noted for his devotion to the Church in Rome and for the reform of clerical and monastic life and of Church organisation. 
Wednesday:
St. Philip Neri (1515-1595).  He was born in Florence but spent his life in Rome where he founded the Congregation of the Oratory to foster good preaching and promote holiness in priests.
Thursday:
St. Augustine of Canterbury, bishop.  He was a monk in Rome until Pope Gregory the Great sent him as a missionary to England.  He established his See at Canterbury and converted most of the south of England to Catholicism.
Saturday:
Pope John Paul II; born Karol Józef Wojtyła 18 May 1920 – 2 April 
2005) was the head of the Catholic Church and sovereign of the Vatican City State from 1978 until his death in 2005
