Monday:
St. Brendan, abbot.  He was born in Kerry in 486.  He studied in Clonard under St. Finnian.  He visited Scotland and the Hebridies.  He founded a monastery in Clonfert in 568 and died there in 578. Churches all along the West Coast of Ireland are named after him as patron, as is Myna Church

Friday:
St. Bernardine of Siena, the son of a noble family, he had been orphaned at seven and raised by an aunt. Bernardine, who had come to Siena to study, threw himself into prayer and fasting to discover what God wanted him to do. He joined the Franciscans and in 1404 he was ordained a priest. He died in 1444.

Saturday:
St. Christopher Magallanes and Companions. Twenty-five priests and lay people executed in 1927 in Mexico.
