ST. LUKE’S GOSPEL:

St. Luke’s Gospel is the Gospel read at Mass on most Sundays this year.  Catholic devotional life is closely linked to St. Luke’s Gospel.  The five Joyful Mysteries are visible in his Gospel as is the importance given to Mary’s faith and obedience.  St. Luke is the evangelist of the Holy Spirit at work in Jesus and in his Church.  St. Luke has the great stories or parables of mercy and forgiveness which we celebrate in the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession).  Meals feature prominently in Luke’s Gospel, forming a link to the Eucharist. 

SUNDAY OF THE WORD OF GOD:
Pope Francis has designated this Third Sunday of the Year as Sunday of the Word of God. He said that the relationship between the risen Lord, the community of believers and Sacred Scripture is essential to our identity as Christians.  Without the Lord who opens our minds to them it is impossible to understand the Scriptures in depth. The contrary is equally true: without the Scriptures the events of the mission of Jesus and his Church in this world would remain incomprehensible. So, St. Jerome could rightly claim: “Ignorance of the Scriptures is ignorance of Christ”.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St. Francis de Sales, bishop and doctor of the church (1567-1622).  He was bishop of Geneva.  He founded the Visitation Sisters.  He worked with gentleness and love to rebuild the Catholic faith after the Reformation.

Tuesday:
The Conversion of St. Paul, apostle. He preached the power of God working in the life of each of us. His own conversion showed that out of a persecutor God made a preacher and teacher of peoples out of a persecutor of Christians.
Wednesday:
Sts. Timothy and Titus, bishops. They were disciples and helpers of St. Paul.  The New Testament has letters St. Paul wrote to each of them.  Timothy was the first bishop of Ephesus and Titus was bishop of Crete.

Thursday:
St. Angela Merici (1474-1540). She founded the Ursuline Sisters.  She immersed herself in Christian education based on love, kindness with firmness and concern for the individual.

Friday:
St. Thomas Aquinas, priest and doctor of the church (1224-1274).  He was born in Italy and was probably the greatest theologian of all time and was known as ‘the angelic doctor’.
