Tuesday 15th August is the feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary into heaven.  It is a holyday of obligation.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St. Maximilian Kolbe, priest and martyr (1894-1941). He was a Polish Franciscan priest who died in Auschwitz concentration camp in 1941.  He offered to take the place of the father of a family who had been picked to die of starvation in reprisal for a prisoner having escaped.  

Tuesday:
The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. (a holyday of obligation)

Wednesday:
St. Stephen of Hungary (975-1038).  He was the first king of Hungary and worked for the conversion of Hungarians to Christianity.  He is the patron saint of Hungary.

Our lady of Knock.
