FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Tuesday:
St. Vincent de Paul, priest (1580-1660).  In 1625 he founded the Vincentians to look after the spiritual needs of the poor and to train students for the priesthood.  He also founded the Sisters of Charity to work with the sick.

Thursday:
Sts. Michael, Gabriel and Raphael, archangels. Gabriel brought God’s message about the Incarnation to Mary at the Annunciation. Raphael was guide to Tobias in the Old Testament.  Michael is venerated as ‘captain of the heavenly host’ and protector of Christians in general.

Friday:
St. Jerome, priest and doctor of the church (348-420).  He translated the Bible into Latin and wrote commentaries on Scripture.

Saturday:
St. Thérèse of the Child Jesus, virgin and doctor of the church (1873-1897). She is known as ‘The Little Flower’, She showed that holiness is for everyone and that the present moment is all-important.  She measured sanctity not by great deeds but by the love with which things are done.
