FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
St. Januarius, was beheaded, with his Companions, at Pozzuoli in A.D. 305 by Diocletian for refusing to worship pagan idols. He is the Patron Saint of Napoli.
Tuesday:
St. Andrew Kim Taegon and Companions, martyrs.  They were Koreans martyred between 1839-1867.

Wednesday:
St. Matthew, Apostle and Evangelist. He was Levi, the tax collector whom Jesus called to follow him.  In his Gospel he shows that Jesus is indeed the fulfilment of the Old Testament prophecies.
Friday:
St. Pius of Pietrelcina (Padre Pio), priest. He was born in 1888 in Italy and suffered bad health growing up. He was ordained a  Capuchin priest in 1910 and received the stigmata in 1918. People flocked to him from all over the world to see him and be absolved by him. In the 1920’s he started a series of prayer groups that now have 400,000 members worldwide. He died in 1966 and was canonised on 16th June 2002.
