FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
The Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church.


St. Jarlath, bishop.  He was a disciple of St. Enda in Aran and became abbot bishop of the monastery he founded at Tuam in the sixth century. 
He is patron saint of the Archdiocese of Tuam.

Tuesday:
St. Colman, bishop. He settled at Dromore in the sixth century and is patron saint of Dromore diocese.

Friday
St. Columba (Colum Cille), abbot and missionary. He is Secondary Patron of Ireland. He was born in Gartan in Donegal in 521.  He founded monasteries in Derry, Durrow, Iona and Kells.  His monastery in Iona in Scotland was his principal foundation and missionaries from Iona converted northern England. He died in 597.  

Saturday:
St. Barnabas, apostle. He came from Cyprus and was one of the first converts in Jerusalem. He preached at Antioch and was a companion of St. Paul on his first missionary journey.  He later preached in Cyprus and died there.
